· Student must provide an official recent transcript with a cumulative GPA of at least 2.75.

· Student must document any work or volunteer experience (e.g. employment, internship, etc.)

Submit the following documents along with the completed and signed online application:

· A high school transcript along with your official admission acceptance letter from the school 

you will be attending in the fall.

· Submit two letters of recommendation from a non-relative.  Letter must include the name, address, 

contact number(s), and number of years the recommender has known the applicant.  

a)  One letter must come from your Pastor (letters can also come from school counselor, teacher, 

 principal, and/or mentor).

· All essay questions must be answered in the following formats 

a) 12-point font (preferably Times New Roman)

b) Double-spaced

c) 1- inch margins
